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The high-frequency power is converted into DC power 
through a matching and rectification circuit located after a 
power receiving coupler, and the power is charged to a 
power storage through a charging circuit. 
2.2	 Required Power for the Dynamic Wir eless 

Power Transfer System
A larger power is required in the wireless power transfer 
system when charging the power to a moving vehicle 
which is consuming energy as well in comparison to a 
current system in which the power is charged to a parked 
vehicle from a charging station. Here, the power required 
for the wireless power transfer is shown in Figure 2.
